Market Stallholder requirements

Sale of goods

We ask that you only apply if you intend to sell goods made by you, in your home or studio.  

Applications will not be accepted if goods are mass-produced, manufactured or made overseas.  To clarify whether your goods will be accepted, please email market@warrandytefestival.org and include a description and photo of your products.

Set up and pack up times

Set up and pack up times are strictly limited to:

Saturday

· Set up: 7.00am - 9.00am.

· Pack up: 4.00pm - 4.45pm.

Sunday

· Set up: 7.30am - 9.30am.

· Pack up: 4.30pm - 5.15pm.

Vehicles will not be permitted within the market area between 9.00am and 4.00pm on Saturday or 9.30am and 4.30pm on Sunday.

Parking 

One parking permit will be issued per stall. A specific stallholder parking area will be available to parking permit holders only. Permits will be distributed with confirmation letters. 

Public liability 

Stallholders are covered for Public Liability provided by Warrandyte Community Market Inc. 

If you are employing staff, you are required to provide appropriate work cover and ensure your own occupational health and safety requirements are met.

Food safety requirements

Manningham Council’s Temporary Food Premises Permit

· Any food vendor or stall holder who will be selling food items must complete a Manningham City Council Temporary Food Premises Permit and  return the application to Council at  least 14 days prior to the event. Food vendors must also comply with the ‘conditions of operation of temporary food premises’. · You are responsible for returning the form and fee to the Council at least 14 days prior to the Festival.

Events Food Safety Program Template

· All applicants proposing to sell any food and/or drink must also complete an “Events Food Safety Program Template” and have it readily available for inspection by Council at any time over the Festival weekend.

Site specifications

· Stallholders are encouraged to make their stalls personal, colourful, unique and interesting.

· No power is available to sites.

· Each site measures approximately 3x3 metres.

· The stallholder must supply own tables, tents, shelters, chocks etc.

· No security is provided for stallholders who leave stalls/tents up overnight. 

· Due to the nature of Warrandyte, stallholders are advised that no site will be perfectly level.  Please allow for this.

· Please plan for hot and cold weather (including rain) and protect your products accordingly. 

· No commercial advertising is accepted on tents or as part of the stall set up.

Working towards a waste free event

The Warrandyte Festival Committee is working towards a “Waste free event” by 2013. 

Stallholders and participants are required to provide services and materials in line with the Warrandyte Festival Committee’s waste management and recycling program.  

Compliance to the following guidelines is essential:

· Avoid using non-recyclable and unnecessary packaging. Under no circumstances is polystyrene or glass to be used for packaging. We also discourage the use of plastic bags.

· Any boxes/cartons/and any large paper containers that you bring to the Festival are not to be put into the recycled waste bins. The Festival provides a large trailer container for these items. The trailer is located at the lower river reserve car park near the permanent brick toilet block. Refer to site map.

· If you have rotating or voluntary staff, please place readable information about being waste free where they can see it before their shift.

· $75 for both days

· $45 for Saturday only

· $45 for Sunday only

Successful applicants will receive confirmation of their stall as soon as possible.

No-shows on the weekend will not be invited back in following years.
